1. ANY MODIFICATIONS OF OR CHANGES TO APPROVED GRADING PLANS MUST BE APPROVED BY DIVISION OF STATE ARCHITECT.

2. NO GRADING SHALL BE STARTED WITHOUT FIRST NOTIFYING THE DSA INSPECTOR. A PRE-GRADING MEETING AT THE SITE IS REQUIRED BEFORE
